LEADING PROJECT FROM SINGAPORE

A pilot project (“Project”) called TradeTrust regarding
the use of electronic bills of lading (“e-BoL”) instead of
paper-based ones was planned by Singapore. Aim of
this Project to reduce delays related to the dock and
unload of container ships in the country. Necessary
amendments were made to Electronic Transaction Act
(“ETA”) accordingly.

This Project is expected to reduce costs and save time.
Additionally, the risk of fraud from the use of paper
documents will be reduced. Bills of Lading (“BoL”) is a
detailed list of a ship's cargo in the form of a receipt
given by the master of the ship to the person consigning
the goods. BolL fulfills three purposes:

1) acting as evidence of a contract between the
shipper and the carrier;

2) serving as a receipt of freight services and goods;
3) being a document of title, or ownership, of goods.

Minister for Communications and Information S.
Iswaran, stated that TradeTrust will improve
Singapore's attractiveness as a business hub, along with
its efficiency of trading and logistics sectors.

The Info-Communications Media Development
Authority (“IMDA”) and the Maritime and Port
Authority of Singapore (“MPA”) and other government
agencies are collaborating to improve the Project.

Formerly, Singaporean container ship operator Pacific
International Lines Ltd. (“PIL”) made collaboration with
IBM Singapore (“IBM”) in another blockchain trial to
create an e-BoL. The trial worked successfully in the
shipment of mandarin oranges from China for the Lunar
New Year celebrations and it is observed that the term
of transfer of title decreased from five to seven days to
exact one second.

In Turkey, some of the companies have been using e-
BoL since 2013. However, there is no a project like
abovementioned country-wide

iliskin TradeTrust adli bir pilot proje (“Proje”) planlandi.

Deneme, yeni ay
yili kutlamalari sirasinda Cin'den mandalinalarin
sevkiyatinda basaril bir sekilde isledi ve hak (title) gegis
siresinin bes ile yedi glin arasindan tam bir saniyeye
distigl gozlemlendi.
